ADVISORY COMMITTEE

PURPOSE:
A local advisory committee is one of the GRADS Key Elements of every program. The committee helps the teacher plan curriculum and instruction, coordinate community and agency support, and promote the program. The committee also provides student access to vital agencies as barriers are addressed and removed. Teachers are to meet with the committee when the program is initiated and continue to meet at least twice yearly thereafter. Minutes and a list of members are to be submitted with the GRADS Semi-Annual Status Reports.

BENEFITS OF AN ADVISORY COMMITTEE:
• Increase committee member (s) knowledge of the program

• Increases GRADS instructor (s) knowledge of available services and community 

  opportunities

• Provides cooperation between community persons and the school

• Provide assistance in developing grants

• Grants - Several GRADS programs have benefited from receiving grants. An advisory 

   committee is an excellent source for statistics and writing letters of recommendation.

   Members can even collaborate in writing a grant so that not only the GRADS program 

   benefits, but other agencies in the community as well.

• Promote the GRADS program

• Politically, it is helpful to have key people in the community who can have an influence 

   in promoting GRADS or any other vocational program. If letters need to be sent to 

   congress to help support or refute a particular piece of legislation, let your advisory 

   committee know. Advisory committee members may also work with local board of 

   education members to support the program.
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
